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Chapter 5
Why is it so Hard to Win Muslims?

There are many chains that bind a Muslim to Islanmeldee eight key elements, although others do exist.

1) The first chain that binds a Muslim to Islam isateic law, The Sharia Law’. The word ‘Sharia’
actually means or indicates a pathway leading throughvilderness to a place of refreshment, like an
oasis. The pathway is narrow, therefore the lawemnsto be a restrictive force upon a Muslim’s
behaviour. This restriction is to prevent him fromrdpivrong or making mistakes and should lead to a
refreshment of his soul. In actual fact it is a gyst# rules and regulations that give him his identity. It
tells him what he can eat, how he is to speak, wappéns at birth, burial, life, how he is to marry, how
he is to divorce etc. For example, if a man is eatim@#er melon and has seeds in his mouth how does
he spit them onto the ground? Does he put them in higfirghand then tip them on the ground or does
he spit them directly. The law should guide him on thiss lseen to cover every conceivable area of
human life and activity and is to be followed absolugghce it is a law supposed to have been given by
God. Islam is therefore seen as a revelation ohit®f God whereas Christianity is a revelationGdd
himself. This is not unlike Jewish law which has mtmisay about keeping the Sabbath. | remember a
dear friend who worked his way through college. He wouldrbployed by Jews in the Chicago area to
light their fires and even turn the house lights on dhidh @rder not the break the Sabbath teaching about
not working on that holy day. He, not being a Jew coeldd®ed to do things that they themselves would
not do.

These fundamentals are very important to understand gimdll help us in our own spiritual journey.
Neither in the Bible or the Qur’an is smoking of cigtee allowed or disallowed. It is just not mentioned.
Therefore Muslims have the freedom to smoke cigarbttenot to drink wine since wine is prohibited.

The Bible gives us a revelation of the character@d @ho is holy, therefore anything we do that is not
holy or ‘healthy’ is wrong. It is against the naturelacharacter of God. Smoking is therefore not usually
seen as being a healthy habit for Christians. Ttaénebreaker for this is 1 Corinthians 9, where Paul
says he is under the law of Christ which of courdaeaslaw of love. 1 Corinthians 13, Perfect love casts
out fear but the law brings fear. Chain breakers arat gnetal shears that are used to cut men free from
their shackles. In this case we mean that Christusefree form such legalistic law keeping by showing
us that the law of Love actually fulfils the laws demsnFor example if | love someone then | will not
want to slander them, steal from them or do any shictg tthat harms them. Love therefore gives us a
higher means of keeping the demands of the law and aathe time sets us free from a soul destroying
bondage.

2) TheUmma or Mother community that a Muslim belongs to, if #és any sin it can ostracise him
from the Umma, the community regulates itself. We \Whesdrs are individualists and right from birth are
taught to think for ourselves, make our own decisionsps@ur own career, even choose our own
wives and husbands. This is a strange concept since larMugds his identity in community and is
always part of a group or an extended family in Islam. gimpose for this is to help the family survive
in difficult times. My own landlord in Teheran had thiigldren. One he put into the French Catholic
school, the other he put into the American Preskateschool and the third he put into the Mosque
school thus he had a foot in three different campbelfe was a problem with the Europeans he could go
to the French school. If there was a problem withAmericans then he could go the Presbyterian school
and if there was an Islamic revolution then he cowdd gb to the Mosque school and claim that he was a
faithful Muslim. There is therefore a plasticity tarfdy politics that exists to enable family survival as
opposed to being in place as consistent guiding element.

When a Muslim becomes a Christian he is often casbbthis community. This is one of the most
ancient and severe of sanctions that a communityropose on the convert. The Hindus do the same
thing and Jews will hold a funeral service for thos@Wwkecome a Christian or change faith. Therefore
when a man is considering the claims of Christ, ke alust consider the effect it will have on his famil
his village or tribe and ultimately his country. Fewtlre West would face such depths of ostracism. A
Muslim has to consider these wider issues when he exgartiiie claims of Jesus Christ.
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Since a Muslim’s perception of the ‘Umma’ is one afsel community they are very critical of the
Western lack of an ideal of community such as they h#geattitude towards the old, women and an all
pervasive godlessness is rejected by them and is @nas a result of having a wrong view of God.
They perceive all Western societies, and their cugsit elements, as being Christian, including the
excesses of Hollywood, Danish blue movies, and of cateseurse of AIDS. One Islamic apologist has
been circulating videos against the Bible and Jesus tCémi$ adding to it the testimony of Jimmy
Swaggart when he confessed to adultery on TV. What wetoaunderstand is that we are Christians not
because we are perfect, although we aim for high standardbecause we are forgiven. Belonging to a
community does not make me a Christian, Muslim or Jetwirbtheir view it does and should. | am a
Christian because | am forgiven not because | was boithe UK or am a member of a Christian
community. The element of being forgiven is not preserislam in the same definition as it is in the
Bible. Muslims find it quite repulsive to think that wdibee that an innocent man died in our place or in
fact that a man could take our place before God. Thjsite true except for the fact that Jesus was God
and so can do anything that He chooses to do. Thuh#raater of Christ is intimately bound up in his
works. | believe therefore we have to disciple a Mustimto the cost of following Christ and the
implications of being a Christian long before he adyuaécomes a Christian. They should understand
clearly what will happen in following Christ.

The Biblical equivalent to the Umma is in John chaf&grwhere Jesus prayed for his disciples to be one
“....s0 that they may be one as we are one” John 1Z4.vThe church is God's divinely blessed
community. It is made up of people who have been botheoSpirit of God in a supernatural way, it is
quite unique. The church should provide an alternativetgqmieviding comfort, healing of damaged
lives and support in times of distress. Too often itlwen replaced by a culturally bound reduction to a
tradition that misses out these higher purposes. Unfaelyrthere has been a treacherous selling out of
the gospel by reducing Christianity down to a Sunday mgraimd afternoon service missing the real
thrust and purpose of the church.

Few churches reflect the revolutionary teachings afis€tand His call to evangelise the world. Often
when the church should be the training place for thabedcand gifted for missions it fails to see beyond
its own needs. Therefore major missionary movemiat®& arisen to take on that role. As water will
seep out and find its own level so also the spirit al @il always overflow the blockage and find a way
to reach out to the lost. The Christian church wagrlly intended to be a community of God's people
who committed themselves to one another and to thralraad spiritual integrity and improvement of
one another’s lives, every day of the week. Muslimveots must therefore be incorporated into a living
body of committed Christians rather than encouragedstajitend church once a week. Too many times
Muslims are converted and then fall away again becausg ¢annot find a warm and accepting
community within which to grow and find meaning.

The Muslim Umma or community is seen to be one, thexea Muslim should feel at home travelling
anywhere in the Islamic world. In actual practice tiaes not work and a great deal of animosity,
conflict, racism, and political persecution takes plate/ben Muslim and Muslim, indicating once again
the very human basis and experience of the Islamiitutisn. Many Muslims have fled to Europe to
escape the rigour’s of Islam. During a seminar at Lordimnersity, President Bhutto’s aide called for a
re-think with regard to Islam. He stated that nowharéhe Islamic world was there one square inch
where there is freedom of expression, a place whereohlel go to speak his mind and express his
opinions without the fear of death, imprisonment or garson. Many flee to Europe to find the freedom
that is denied them in their own lands. They contirueling to Islam because, they say, it is not true
Islam that is being imposed in that land that they Hledefrom. Instead of turning to the church and the
gospel they fall into secular thinking and, in the pad communistic visions of an ideal society or into
the arms of extreme fundamentalism which seeks to réduris idealised image of what Islam is.

3) Tawhid, the Oneness of God. It may seem strange for us mifigléhe oneness of God as being a
negative influence on Muslims but maybe it will helpvé actually specify what the nature of God is like
in Islam. There is an Arab poem which says thatttaing your mind arrives at, | tell you flat, God is not
that'. God is always transcendent, above anythingybat mind can arrive at. This is so that God can
never be reduced down to definable terms. He is morealikextra terrestrial black hole. He is all-
powerful but you cannot define him. Muslims interprettéren ‘Son of God’ as meaning that God took a
wife called Mary and had sexual intercourse with her tmpece Jesus: their understanding of the
Christian Trinity. They are therefore very anxioupteserve the oneness of God. He has no partners or
any equals. Whereas instead of being a unit as in I1€keh s a unity in Christianity in three persons. |
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think we need to have a little more compassion and uraahetisg for our Muslim friends’ problem since

| doubt many Christians can actually explain the Trinltyis is to be expected because if we were to be
able logically explain everything about God we would nadevelation. The very reason people claim
to have revelation is because the greatness of Gamrigysterious. The Bible is a revelation of what the
character of God is like and still ‘we see through agytiskly’ (1 Corinthians 13). One day when we get
to be with Him in glory we will understand more. ltthgerefore not very helpful to argue with Muslims
concerning the Trinity or Jesus being the Son of God.st\buld concentrate more on Jesus being the
‘Word of God’ which is something they understand or asteccept. John 1 tells us that in the beginning
was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the WordGeas We can point to the fact that the
Qur’an tells us that Jesus is the Word of God. Johmowfse is quoting directly from Genesis chapter 1,
linking the Word of God (Jesus) to the same Word thattedethe universe. This puts a new dimension
on the nature of Christ who then became flesh andtdmsbng us. It is interesting that the majority of
Muslims who do become followers of Christ actually ttorHim because He appears to them in a dream.
Here we see the Word being made real to them in ahvedythey accept and understand. Once a dream
has occurred the usual Muslim problems with the trimiy ather Christian concepts seem to melt away.
Indeed it is the word becoming flesh.

4) Insan al Kamil. This is an Arabic term meaning the most perfect arahrelates to a title that is given
to Mohammed. In the Qur'an Mohammed claims over and again that he has neither prophecy or
miracles to substantiate what he claims to be (a gtoppme from God) Surah or chapter 13, named
‘Thunder’, v47. Later on after his death, Muslims begaintent stories called ‘Haddith’ which elevated
Mohammed from a position of lowly prophet ,crying in thilderness, to that of being almost the divine
light that comes from God. In fact some state thathfd not been for Mohammed, God would not have
created the universe. He is given the position of ebgaby the statement in the Haddith that he stands at
the right hand of God and intercedes on behalf of Musiimthat they are able to enter heaven. He is
said to do miraculous things in the Haddith such as healidgeeding multitudes of people. There are
some 600,000 Haddith, these were collected by various MubkBwidgians some 200 years after the
death of Mohammed. Many of these Haddith were actualdsrand regulations which existed in Jewish
and Christian cities such as Basra, Damascus and Algaatidxt were incorporated into Islam and given
a Muslim story to justify them being adopted. Most of Heeldith are quite difficult to accept as being
true (See Schacht chapter 1, part 1 - ‘Origins of Muhammadesprudence.’). For example, one day
Mohammed was walking along the road with two friends &iegt tame across a grave from which there
were screams coming. Asked by his friends what was hagp&fohammed said that the man in the
grave had wet his trousers whilst praying and theref@eangels were persecuting him. He then plucked
some leaves off a tree, put them on the grave andtsatigdvhen the leaves dry they will stop persecuting
the man (Al Bukhari). Another one recounts Mohammetthéndesert and wanting to relieve himself but
without privacy. The trees and stones therefore gadhtremselves around him in a circle to provide
shelter (Al Bukhari). There is also clear instructmmhow Mohammed made love to his wives during
their menstrual cycle. The ‘gospel’ of Islam is therefnot in the Qur’an but in the Haddith and relates
to stories, true or false, about Mohammed, which aftertradicts Qur’anic teaching. Muslims rely very
heavily upon them to give them a picture of the powerjestyand wonder of this man who himself
claimed to be just a simple human being. The biblicalvedemt or chain breaker for this is the fact that
we have a greater than Solomon in our midst and teas Jese from the dead (Colossians).

5) Tasuwwuff, Mysticism is very strong in Islam. It often equateddlk religion (which all religions
must struggle with). There are a number of schools afioal thought that give their disciples certain
exercises to follow in order to obtain and experienctyd&he experience rather than objective truth
therefore becomes more important and it is very diffito discuss or argue with the person who has
actually had such an experience. One of the most confonmis of Islamic mysticism is where a verse of
scripture is repeated over and over again either itimagsdr dancing position. A mantra in Hindu terms.
It is not unlike some fringe Christian groups that comily repeat the name of ‘Jesus’ and work
themselves into a frenzy and have a so called mystkgeerience. However it would be quite possible to
do the same thing with the word ‘Coke Cola’ and rectfigesame kind of experience! It is the rhythmic
repetition of words and the movements of the body phadluces a trance like state. In the Bektashia
order in Turkey disciples actually spin around with the riggadd pointing to the heavens and the left
hand pointing to the earth to the accompaniment ofrigpairums. After one or two hours of spinning
around on the same spot | think anybody would have an ‘iexper. We shall discus more about
‘experiences’ later in the book. We are told that weereot to follow cunningly devised fables (2 Peter
116) thus to follow scripture and the deranged teachings of wie seek to gain control over us or to
lead us into deviant experiences.
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6) The next chain that binds the Muslim to Islam is kmémvUrdu as Sharam’ and in Arabic Khagal’

and equates to our word ‘shame’. Of course all societieshame as a control mechanism against those
who would be different. In the Muslim world this shanaetér is extremely strong. When a man is
considering conversion his family will plead with hiratrio deny the milk that his mother had given him
in birth. His mother going to the market will be laughatdas being the woman whose son became a
Christian; a man in a factory will be mocked as beling man whose son became a Christian and
therefore the whole family will turn against that mersand put pressure by pleading with them to come
back to the Muslim family. This then, when it does tadte effect, turns to death threats which are often
carried out. | think few Christians realise that Jeisusur shame, that he hung naked on the cross
despised, rejected by even his closest friends (IsaiahTh®se wishing to follow Christ will also go
through this experience; rejection and humiliation. Orer deend that worked on my team in Iran in
1965 was eventually poisoned by his own mother becausachbdtome a Christian. Philippians®
points out how Jesus humbled himself and became obedignthencross.

“Your attitude should be the same as that of Chemsfist who, being in very nature God, did
not consider equality with God something to be graspednbhde himself nothing, taking the very nature
of a servant, being made in human likeness. And beingifouappearance as a man, he humbled

himself and became obedient to death-even the de#tle ofoss! “

If they did this to Him, surely his followers willsd suffer shame, since the disciple is not greater than
his master.

7) No-where in the Qur’an or Islam 8haitan or Satan defeated . Few of us realise how important the
defeat of Satan by Christ really is. In Islam heisobject, along with his demons, to be feared and
placated in some kind of magical way. Good luck charms arss etc are common to the Muslim. Not
long ago | was sitting in a restaurant in Kansas Qityerica, talking to a thoroughly Westernised
Tunisian Muslim. There was no way of getting throughito bntil | suddenly hit upon the thought of
sharing something with him; that there are oftendstthat we do not see, that they are all around us and
that we need to be careful. He then pulled out a gold ehitirthe hand of Fatima and the eye of God on
it and told me a very interesting story. He had begalved in a car accident and had phoned his father
back in Tunisia, from a hospital in the United Stats.telling his father that he’d had an accident the
father was quite at ease. He said “Yes | know that yene wivolved with a red car which you rolled over
on the freeway. | went to a woman in our village whw it happening in her mind and told me that you
would be all right”. Since that day he has carried a dockicharm to keep away the evil spirits.

The spiritual dimension is one that Western Christ@tes) neglect or don’t understand. We must come
to terms with this feature of Christian witness. Bgiare also blamed for making Muslims do wrong.
There is no doctrine of original sin in Islam; ortiat man is weak. He therefore needs to be strengthened
against these spirits by keeping the law, which is se&e a hedge around him (as communism was to
the Russians.). If the Islamic law is practised itobees a means of perfecting the individual, he will not
sin. The purpose of these spirits is to make him sithabGod can have an excuse for sending him to
hell.

There has been a greater awareness in recent tomesrning the nature of spiritual warfare in many
churches. This has partly been brought about through geratghasis upon the work of the Holy Spirit
but also partly due to the break up of long held Christédnes and the decline of our civilisation in the
last few years. Of course there has been some @sgimeim all this but this has been in the area afl tri
and test, leading to a growing practical knowledge and experiehthe subject. There has probably
never been a time such as now when there has belerasuemphasis upon prayer and waging warfare
for the gospels sake. This must lead o good things.

8) Finally we must not neglect the fact tivtislimsfear God. He is an awesome figure, one to be feared
and obeyed without question. This fear causes a great &ringdeir heart and mind when considering
leaving Islam and becoming a follower of Jesus Chfise only equivalent I can think of is the kind of
fear that has gripped people who have lived within a melgsect. They have lived with the teaching all
their lives that they, and they only, hold the tru@m leaving the sect they invite the wrath of God on
them and their families. Throughout Islam man is caughtiweb of fear; fear of man, fear of
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community, fear of family and fear of God fear of lafface and social ostracism. The Christian can
offer a God who is a father figure, one who knows amdscéor us in a myriad ways. His patience and
love waits for us to come to him and also to respondbidve and not a sense of duty and law. This
view of God, once known becomes a power attractidduslim friends but we must wait for them to
come to recognise and understand this new concept of God.

Sources of Authority

When a Christian wants to know how he should behawvéhat he should believe he usually turns to the
Bible, the Christian community and or church histasyaasource of guidance. For the Muslim he has
many sources of guidance and authority but their are fopaiticular; The Qur'an, The many Haddith,
The Ijma and Qyas.

The Qur'an

Obviously the Qur’an is a very important source fooinfation about the will of God but in fact it only
has six laws within it that identify punishable sinsgltvay robbery, blasphemy, alcohol, apostasy,
adultery and false accusation against women. Theseoa# aut of the experience of Mohammed and his
family. He gave specific instructions regarding the punitit due to those who commit such offences.
For example his wife Aysha was accused of adultery hfiging stayed out at night in the desert with
another man. On arrival back in the camp others dendametgopunishment since adultery was assumed in
that society. A revelation came to him that she weamcent and that those who accuse women of
adultery falsely should be punished themselves.

The fact that the Qur'an does not present an all roahdfdaws for the conquests to come indicates that
it in fact was never intended to be used to be a guidanceankind.

When the Muslims broke out of the Arabian peninsularcapdured cities like Damascus and Basra, they
lacked hugely the necessary guidance required to rule a wviisation. The Qur’an is primarily a book

of prayers and is about the size of the New Testanfentwe have already stated, it falls into two
sections; religious from the time that Mohammed wadl@tca and political from his time in Medina. It
is simply not adequate for guidance in all matters. The Nlestament is often looked down upon
because it does not offer a model of the ideal so@eatypdel accurately spelled out. The objective of the
New, as well as the Old Testament, is actually tegarea clear understanding of the character of God. |
was once challenged by a Muslim friend on this point timy book had no instructions as to how to run
a nation. | felt defeated until | realised that it mew&s intended to portray a perfect model for all
societies and cultures for all time. It gives a detgiledrayal of God’s nature and therefore once | know
what he is like | can seek to be like him in any clion¢ime.

The Haddith

After Mohammed'’s death there grew up a whole serie®s that were invented by Muslims in order
to justify the incorporation of existing rules and regulasi that they found in the Persian, Greek and
Egyptian empires that they had conquered. There were 13p ofighese stories or Haddith that by 850
AD. there grew up a whole collection of sayings th&d faat from then on there were no more Haddith
to be invented. These were eventually collected by peldgd Abu Muslim and Termidhi into great
volumes. They travelled the Islamic world talking to peopho had known people, who had known
people, who had known people, who were supposed to have Meaedinmed say this or that. As the
Qur’an does not come under any kind of critical analysither do these Haddith. One is only allowed to
examine the characters of the people that were suppobaddgassed these stories down verbally to the
time they were written in the middle of the 9th centd¥gr any Muslim, especially those educated in
Western institutions, they are a source of great erassment. Even the Haddith were not in themselves
enough to help control the huge empire which stretchead 8pain to China. Therefore out of one of the
Haddith there developed a new concept. At one time | spoke graduate meeting at Cambridge
University. Many intelligent Muslims were there andl spioted some of the more outlandish Haddith to
them from the books | had bought in a mosque. This affdgtsilenced their arguments and we were
then able to deal with real human issues regardingrifieGod.

Mohammed is supposed to have said “My people will nevereagpen error”. This is seen to mean that
if all Muslims agree on something it therefore mustriobe. The problem today of course is that you'll
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never get a thousand million Muslims to agree on angthitus it has come to mean in practice that
there is an enlightened group of teachers or Ulemaatteatvell versed in Islamic law who can give
guidance to the community on issues relating to the maokerctice of Islam. Therefore this became an
authority for the Muslim clergy or ‘Ulema’ as it isliead, as a law making body. There are fundamentally
five schools of law that have survived the centurlése Shafi are traders and have taken their school of
law to places like Indonesia and Malaysia. The Hardralimore strict and orthodox and exist in places
like Saudi Arabia and Libya. The Hanafi are the mormroon since this is a very pragmatic and
practical source of Islamic interpretation of the lamd they exist in Pakistan, India and Turkey. The
Maliki are from North Africa and are a very small grotipe other is the Shia who exist in Iran and other
parts of the world but constitute less than 10% of theliMuahole. Finally a more modern form is
called Tatbig; the combination of parts of any of pinevious schools into a new system which suits the
needs of the individual, found particularly in Egypt.

These schools or “Madhabs” are often mixed with modeunopean law due to the influence of
European nations in the history of these nations. Ehpsocess of re-establishing true Islamic law is
taking place but causing much conflict and pressure in tfeegso

Qyas
This is the old Greek philosophical approach to life usinglogy. If an issue arises in the Muslim

community that needs an answer and there are noatledirectives on what to do it is allowed to make

an analogy based upon either a verse in the Qur'anoor éne of the Haddith. For example when

Bourgiba of Tunisia wanted to introduce the concept ofroaa one wife into his country he was wise

enough to look to the Qur'anic source and to actuallyterpret the scriptures in the light of modern

needs. The Qur'an seems to allow a man to have mamg but in terms of insurance and pensions this
is extremely expensive in today’'s world. He then lookedhattext and saw that it said that it was

permitted if the man could treat all the wives equallg ahcourse he cannot. This, Bourgiba ( or his
advisors) said, actually meant that a man was ontyvall one wife. Thus the law was changed on the
basis of analogy.

When | first became a Christian | was told nevepubrubber stickers on the soles of my leather shoes
because the Bible was against it. What the teachaninweas that the Bible had certain teachings about
mixing wool and flax or wool and linen together. We Ctiaiiss do this from time to time, finding bombs,
helicopters and submarines in the Bible (particularlRevelation). We use analogy to interpret the
Word of God and it can completely distort the actual rmgpas well as the spiritual truth behind it.. This
can be dangerous and has to be done very carefully. d\natoQyas in Islam is a very real legitimate
source of applying texts in a way that is more appropt@athe needs of the community is a legitimate
form of interpretation within Islam.
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
